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The purposes of this researchr were to study arjd development of
personality on Petnaitom student project in F aculty of Eduoatioh of Srinakharinwirot
University in academic year 2004- 2005. The samples were 27 males and 93 females
majoring in élementary of 1 — 4 undergraduate students in Faculty’ of Education, and
having birth in the region of 1 — 4. The studying variables were gender, educational
level and their home . town . The instruments Were 16 personality factor
questionnare (16PF) by Cattell. In the academic year 2006, Petnaitom students were
12 purposive random sampling , studying and minor in educational level 4 of
Guidance for the development Petnaitom students’personality by Transactional
Analysis (TA) Program. The data was analyzed by One Way Analysis of Variance
(ANOVA) and t - test . |
- The results were as follows :

1.  There were 12 appropriated personality of vPetnaitdm students,
Faculty of Education, Srinakharinwirot University : (A) out going, (B) more intelligent
(C) emotional stability, (E) dominance, (G) conscientious, (H) venturesome, (I) sensitivity,
(0) apprehension, (Q,) experimenting, (Q,) self sufficient, (Q,) self disoiplihe and
(Q4) tense. Moreover there were 4 inappropriated personality of Petnaitom'studeﬁté :
(F) happy go lucky, (L) suspiciousness, (M) imagination and (N) shrewdness.

- 2. There were significantly difference of Petnaitom - students’
personality between males and females of 3 factors : (1) sensitivity, (M) imaginéﬁ_dh
and (N) shrewdness at .05 level. )

3. There were significantly difference of Petnaitom students’
per_sonality among different educatiohal level of 3 factors : (B) more intelligent,
(L) suspiciousness and (Q,) experimenting at .05 level.

'.4. There were significantly difference of Petnaitom students’
personality among different  their home town of 11 factors : (F) happy go lucky,

(G) conscientiousness, (H) venturesome, (1) sensitivity, (L) suspiciousness, (M) imagvihation,
(N) shrewdness, (O) apprehension, (Q,) self sufficient, (Q,) self discipline, and (Q,) tense
at .05 level.

F 5. The Petnaitom students’ personality had increase appropriated
personality — after were exposed to Transactional Analysis (TA) Program of 3

factors : (L) suspiciousness, (N) shrewdness and (Q,) tense at .05 level.
