The purposes of this research were to study the learning styles and learning strategies of
Foreigners studying Thai as a foreign language.

The samples of this study were 100 foreigners studying Thai as a foreign language in
Chiangmai. 50 foreigners were Asians and 50 foreigners were Westerners purposely selected.
The research instruments were the Style Orientation Scale for Language Learning (SOS-L) and
the Strategy Inventory for Language Learning (SILL) questionnaire which the researcher
modified from that of Rebecca L. Oxford and an interview form constructed by the researcher.
The obtained data were analyzed to find percentage gnd mean using by SPSS program.

The findings were as follows :

1. Asians tended to have introverted learning styles while Westerners tended to have
extroverted learning styles. Both groups demonstrated a preference for visual learning.

2. Asians almost always utilized social and compensation learning strategies,
occasionally utilized cognitive learning strategies and almost never utilized memory learning
strategy. On the other hand, Westerners almost always utilized social and compensation learning
strategies, often utilized metacognitive learning strategies and occasionally utilized cognitive

learning strategies.
