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The primary objective of this thesis is to study obstacles of Thai-Russian
economic relations during 1991-2001. This study will mainly focus on Thai exporters’
perspective on problems constraining economic relations between the two countries
during such period. Based on Robert O. Keohane and Joseph S. Nye's
interdependence concept, Thailand and Russia could rely on each other economically.

But this is an unequal interdependence.

The findings of this thesis correspond with the initial hypothesis which stipulates
that there should have been a great improvement on economic relations between
Thailand and Russia, but Russia was still in a transition from communism into capitalism
in the aftermath of the collapse of the Soviet Union. Russia has experienced hard times
ever since. So the economic relations between the two countries could not develop in an

impressive manner as it should have been.

This thesis also reveals some additional conclusions; for instance, Thai
Businessmen have little knowledge both about Russia and the ways in which they do
business with Russians. Moreover, the attitude towards Russia of Thai people could vary
from one to another. It depends on experiences the one has derived, which could also

have negative effect on running business with Russia.
