The purpose of this research is to study the motifs of ceramics found from the Suphanburi
kilns (at Bang Poon Village in Suphanburi). This research is based on the previous studies of the two
pioneering archaeologists; namely, Jaruk Vilaikaew and Sayan Praichanjit. Their fundamental
knowledge is expanded through the analysis of the motifs with associated work of arts in order to
create the chronology of the motifs, the development of the motifs’ styles, and to understand their
meaning and related beliefs.

The results of the research are as follows:

1. The new assumption shows that some motifs of Suphanburi ceramics could be
associated with the motifs of architecture ornaments and gold wares from the beginning of Ayutthaya
period (the first half of 15" century). This assumption leads to a conclusion that some motifs of
Suphanburi ceramics are influenced by the art style in the beginning of the Ayutthaya era.

2. Even though the recent excavations in Ayutthaya province yielded more evidences of
Suphanburi ceramics, the excavated evidences are not sufficient in term of statistics to reveal
further information of the motifs than the existed ones. Consequently, the chronology of motifs and
the development of the motifs’ styles could not be developed.

3. The motifs of Suphanburi ceramics were obviously used for different purposes which
could be categorized into 3 groups as follows:

- The special motifs for special and auspicious occasions.

- The motifs for exported markets.

- The motifs for everyday used pieces.

In addition, the motifs of Suphanburi ceramics are not only created for aesthetic purposes

but also convey social meaning, cultural beliefs and historical background.
