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ABSTRACT 181896

The purpose of the study was to study the participation and the factor affecting the participation in
drug prevention and resolution of subdistrict administrative organizational committees in Khon Kaen province.
This Cross-sectional study was descriptive research. The sample consisted of 190 subdistrict administrative
organizational committees in Khon Kaen province by Multi-stage Random Sampling. The research instrument
was the questionnaire that three experts were consulted to check its validity and its reliability by using
Cronbach ‘s correlation coefficient was 0.93. The data was collected from 1 December 2005 to 15 January 2006
by Focus group Discussion and was analyzed to acquire frequency, percentage, mean, mode and standard
deviation. The t-test was used to analyze the data in order to compare the differences of drug prevention and
solution participation. Additionally, the data was analyzed through One-Way Anova, Pearson Product Moment
Correlation and Stepwise Multiple Regression. Besi'dcs, content data was analyzed by quality data.

The research results were that the most of sample were male (86.80 percent) and average percentage
of age was 48 years old. Most of them finished secondary school level (52.30 percent) and they finished
primary school level secondly (32.60 percent). They were the members of subdistrict administrative
organizational committees (82.60 percent) and the average work experience was 3.16 years. 74.80 percent was
agriculturist and 14.70 percent was employee. The average income was 5,724.26 baht per month.

There were no relations between drug prevention and solution; characteristics of personal about sex,
educational level, work experience, career and income. As age considered, there was positive relation. But,
there were significantly negative relations between rank and drug prevention and solution at 0.05 level and
there were significantly differences between age , rank and drug prevention and solution at 0.05 level.
According to the relations between organizational support factor and participation in drug prevention and
solution, the findings revealed that there were significantly highest positive relations between organizational
support factor, time management factor, material factor, budget factor and personal factor ; drug prevention and
solution participation (r = 0.556, p-value=0.001), (r = 0.553, p-value = 0.001), (r = 0.545, p-value = 0.001),
(r=0.467, p-value =0.001), (r = 0.404, p-value =<0.001) respectively.

¢ There were significantly predictable variables of drug prevention and solution participation of
subdistrict administrative organizational committees that were administrative management and time
management at 0.001 level that can be predicted at 35.6 percent ®R* =0.356, p;value <0.001).
