The objectives of descriptive research were to investigate the relationship between Family Functioning
characteristics and Developmental tasks of maternal role in adolescent pregnant women. The samples consisted
of 81 adolescent pregnant women, married, aged under or equal to19 years old , who attended in Srinakarin
Hospital and Khon Kaen Hospital. Interview form was used for data collection. It consisted of three parts :
the first part was about general data of pregnant women and their husbands, the secand part was adjusted
from the assessment for family functioning and the third part was adjusted from the assessment for
Maternal rqle adaptation during pregnancy. Percengage, mean, standard deviation, Peafson’s Product Moment
Correlation analysis and Simple Linear Regression'analysis were used for data analysis. The results of the
study were as follows :

1) Family Functioning characteristics were in high levels. It was found that Family Functioning
characteristics which consisted of Family Coherence, Family Hardiness, Family Flexibility, Family Bonding,
Family Time and Routine and Family Cerebrations were also in high levels.

2) Developmental tasks of maternal role in adolescent pregnant women were in medium levels. It was
found that establishing a relationship with the fetus, adjustment to the changing couple relationship and
accepting the maternal role were in good levels. However accepting the pregnancy, adjustment to the
changing in themselves and preparing for birth and early motherhood were in medium levels.

3) There was a good correlation between Family Fuﬁctioning characteristics and developmental tasks
of maternal role in adolescent pregnant women, with a statistically significant level of 0.01(r = 0.668). All
aspects of Family Functioning characteristics were well related to the Developmental tasks of maternal role
witha statistically significant level of 0.01, and aspect of Family Coherence was most related to them, next to
aspects of Family Flexibility, Family Time and Routine and Family Cerebrations, Family Hardiness and
Family Bonding (r = 0.677, 0.590, 0.588, 0.581 and 0.497), respectively.

% 4) The result of Simple Linear Regression analysis showed that 44.7 percents of the variance of Family
Functioning characteristics predicted Developmental tasks of maternal role in adolescent pregnant women

witha statistically significant level of 0.01.
