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The purpose of this research aims to 1) compare learning achievement on the
5 moral precepts of prathomsuksa 5 students taught by the Trisikka and
Yonisomanasikan methods, 2) compare ethical reasoning on the five moral precepts of
prathomsuksa 5 students taught by the Trisikka and Yonisomanasikan methods.
The sample group was 70 prathomsuksa 5 students of the first semester of
2006 academic year, Anubansaohai School, Sachai Subdistrict, Saohai District,
Saraburi Province. They were divided into 2 classrooms; each consisted of 35 students.
The research instrument consisted of 1) 6 Trisikka learning management
plans, each for one period, 2) 6 Yonisomanasikan learning management plans, each for
one period, 3) a learning achievement test, and 4) ethical reasoning test.The data was
analyzed to calculate mean ()_(), standard deviation (S.D.), percentage and t-test.
The findings were as follows:
1. average leaming achievement as taught by Trisikka method was 72.87%
while it was worth 70.87% when taught by Yonisomanasikan.
2. ethical reasoning as taught by Trisikka and Yonisomanasikan 56.74 and
59.20 respectively.
3. the learning achievement of prathomsuksa 5 students on the 5 moral
precepts as taught by Trisikka and Yonisomanasikan had no difference.
4. ethical reasoning of prathomsuksa 5 students on the 5 moral precepts
when taught by Yonisomanasikan method was higher than that taught by Trisikka

method at a 0.5 level of statistical significance.
