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The purposes of this research were to 1) study the opinions of school
administrators, heads of academic affairs -and teachers towards basic school curriculum
administration under Lop Buri Educational Service Area Office 2, and 2) compare the
opinions of school administrators, heads of academic affairs and teachers towards
school curriculum administration under Lop Buri Educational Service Area Office 2,
classified by working conditions, work experience, level of education,. attitude towards
school curriculum administration and school size.

The sample obtained by stratified random sampling was 346 people in the
community. The instrument was a questionnaire designed by the researcher and
approved by 5 experts with 0.96 reliability. 100% completed questionnaires were
returned and analyzed by a ready-made program to calculate percentage, mean ()? ),
standard deviation (S.D), F-test and t-test.

The findings showed that:

1. in the opinions of school administrators, heads of academic affairs, and
teachers towards basic school curriculum administration under Lop Buri Educational
Service Area Office 2 in 7 aspects regarding school readiness preparatibn, school
curriculum  design, curriculum management planning, curriculum implementation,
supervision, monitoring, follow-up, evaluation, summarizing the results of school
curriculum implementation, and developing the process of school curriculum
administration, nearly every aspect and overall were at a high level except the aspect of

school readiness preparation. The lowest aspect, curriculum implementation, was at a
moderate level.

2. when comparing the opinions of school administrators, heads of academic
affairs and teachers towards basic school curriculum administration under Lop Buri
Educational Service Area Office 2 as classified by working conditions, work experience,
educational level, attitudes toward school curriculum administration and school size,
there was no statistically significant difference which did not accord with the hypothesis

set.
