This research aimed to compare learning accomplishment, learning interest,
practical skills, and local learning development, social study, religion and cultural
learning substance groups of matayomsuksa 1 students by setting up leaming activities
emphasizing local wisdom and by manual method.

The 88 samples were matayomsuksa 1 students of Inburi School, Inburi
District, Sing Buri Province, in the second semester of 2006 academic year, from 2
classrooms divided equally into 2 groups, 44 students for each: controlled group and
experimental group. The instruments consisted of 1) learning management plan, 2)
learning achievement test, 3) interest test, and 4) practical skill evaluation form. The
ready made computer program was employed to calculate t-test to compare learning
achievement scores, interest, practical skills and learning development of the 2 sample
groups.

The findings were as follows:

1. regarding the learning achievement on local wisdom, the experimental
group was higher than the control at a 0.05 level of statistical significance.

2. in regards to the learning interest abouf local wisdom, there was no difference
at a 0.05 level of statistical significance.

3. for practical skills in local wisdom, the experimental group was higher
than the control at a 0.05 level of statistical significance.

4. concerning local learning development the experimental group was also

higher than the control at a 0.05 level of statistical significance.
