The radio program “Tai Fah Sri Karm” was developed by radio broadcast station of
Thailand Rayong Province with communities participation. The details of the program included
community participation in program arrangement. Initiated by community themselves not
government or other agencies. However in some countries like State of Taminnado India, start
from government agency giving an advice or guildline to people in the community at the
beginning stage. It was a period of practice it would be taken a while, then when people were
ready to carry out, the government agency would allow them to manage by themsejves.
Communities would then achieve a theory of “For people By people Of people”. -

However, both styles and contents of the program would be related to a participation
of communities in managing a program. For people in the community to know the direction in
the future of the communities radio program “Tai Fah Sri Karm” and for administrative level of
IEAT to find the way to develop the program of Industrial Estate Authority of Thailand (IEAT).
The leader of community people or volunteer around Map Ta Put Industrial Estate joined to
manage the program.

This research was a qualitative research using in-depth interview, focus group,
participant observation and collecting data from other form documents. The period of collecting
data was October 2005 — December 2005 due to the environmental effect around Map Ta Put

Industrial Estate and to achieve the objective of the research.
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The result of this research indicated that an administrative level of IEAT believed
that management team of community radio program “Tai Fah Sri Karm” was an important part in
solving the problem by themselves which occurred while operated the program. Especially,
management team could cooperating to other involved organizations to analyze the problems that
complained in community around Map Ta Put Industrial Estate. An administrative level of IEAT
were not used to manage the radio program so creative ideas, producers, creators, and reporters
would be handled by an officer of radio broadcast station of Thailand Rayong Province.
Volunteers or radio producers were trying to produce the program which satisfied the need of the
community and participation of people in creating the radio program. But even the volunteers or
radio producers were trying to produce a program which increased participation of people by
inviting people to a program as guess speakers, commented by phone and commented by mails.
The results of the research showed that the program was still unclear, style of program and
contents should be improved and time should be adjusted.

For researcher opinion, this research would be useful to Map Ta Put Industrial Estz;te
office Industrial Estate Authority of Thailand (IEAT) about participating of people around Map
Ta Put Industrial Estate. The program would communicate and would be satisfied people when
they listened to the community radio program “Tai Fah Sri Karm”. Map Ta Put Industrial Estate
office should have data collected from around Map Ta Put Industrial Estate and would be a leader
in spreading an ideas of using radio to develop their community. However, to success in
development of radio program, an effective government agency should be involved at the
beginning stage. The leader or volunteer of the community would be trained by government

agency until they were able to manage it by themselves.
