This study was inspired by the researcher’s visual experiences of the children’s
space creativity. Which were naturally originated by pure imaginations without any restriction
of the ideas. Consequently, the researcher came up with this question: What's it like if the
architecture was build from the children’s imagination and creative process. Since, in the
design of space for children, the conductor usually conduct it on their own way without asking
back what the children really need.

The purpose of this study was to study the characteristic of children’s space
creativity and how the architecture design applied. This study was initially studied about the
various aspects of children’s space creativity (both in concrete and abstract). Including the
collection of data from the field to see how the children’s space creativity works in general,
which can be concluded as following :

1. The need for personal space construction.

2. Using the space that suit with the human scale.

3. The use of the previous structure.

4. The use of flexible material.

5. The overlapping of the space into the existing building.

6. The use of space which is not the main function:.

From the study, researcher defined children’s space creativity as the construction
of personal space with shelter which is flexible and relate to the environment. Thus, the
construction design process was framed with the idea of children’s space creativity that is the
personal space required the privacy as it can be inserted in the existing building. Also, it can
easily construct the temporally space. Which is the waiting area of train station (Hua lam
phoung)? Then, using the children’s creativity idea investigates the need analysis of personal
space’s construction as meanwhile activity in the train station. Moreover, this can lead to
construct the space particularly for the people who need the privacy and serve with the usual
activity.

Indeed, this project “waiting area of the train station” is the architecture that
relevant to the users. Furthermore, the users can take part in creativity, improvement and,
adaptation the space as they like. This also facilitates the requirement of the personal space’s
construction plentiful with the complete form of space’s children creativity.
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
