The purpose of this research were to study State of educational quality assurance
practice of the teachers of school under Petchabun Educational Service Area office 3 for grade
10-12 and to compare the state of educational quality assurance practice, classified by school
sizes. The samples in this research were 243 teachers. The research tool was a questionnaire to
collect data in academic year 2005. Then the data were anlysed by using percentage, mean,
standard deviation and F-test .

The results of the research were as follow :

1. The stote of educational quality assurance was of a high level. Having considered
each aspect, it was found that average value of educational quality assessment and assurance,
educational control and educational quality inspection and improvement was of the lowest level.

2. For the results to compare of comparisan state at educational quality assurance
practice of schools, classitied by school sizes, it was found that teachers’ opinions about the state
of educational quality assurance were different in of aspects of stafistical significance of .05.

3. Having studied the state of educational quality control, it was found that teachers
performed their duties without considering performance standard required according to the
indexes. The schools didn’t have the manual of educational quality practice. The schools also
mainly focassed on outside classroom instruction. Having considered the problems of educational
quality inspection and improvement, it was found that the committee for educational quality
assurance performed various duties. There was the cooperation among themselves. They didn’t
follow educational puality assurance and didn’t give clear description of works. There was the
one who took responsibility and understood quality assurance system. There was no particelar
system of performance and project inspection. And learning network in communities was not
made. Having considered the problems of educational quality assessment and assurance, it was
found that school achievement was not exhibited. There was not continuous cooperation in order
to get ready for assessment from external organizetions. And shcools had a small chance to
