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Abstract

This study was aimed to investigate the stage of school curriculum management of the
educational institutes attached to the office of Lampang Educational Service Area 1 in 4 aspects
namely; (1) school curriculum implementation; (2) supervision—monitoring—follow—up; (3) school
curriculum implementation result, and (4) school curriculum improvement. However, the problems
and suggestions of the school curriculum implementation were the aim also. The studied sample
comprised 291 classroom teachers. The questionnaire was used as a mean to collect the needed
data. The collected data were analyzed through the application of percentage, mean, standard

deviation and frequency,

The major findings could be summarized that the school curriculum implementation of all
4 aspects were rated at a high level. Regarding the implementation of each aspect, the school
curriculum implementation results, supervision-monitoring-follow-up, were rated at a high level
in descending order. For the school curriculum implementation problems, it was found that lack of
continually supervision, lack of written document, lack of using the supervisory results for
curriculum management improvement, lack of community and stakeholder participation in school
curriculum management, lack of the meeting, training, seminar, co-ordination, public relation and
public informing were indicated. To sum—up, the opportunity for community and stakeholder to

participate in school curriculum management should be provided.
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
