This research aims to 1) study the state and anticipation of the work
relationship between schools and communities of teachers and basic school board
members of Phaisali District, Nakhon Sawan Province, 2) compare the state and
anticipation of the work relationship between schools and communities of teachers and
basic school board members of Phaisali District, Nakhon Sawan Province as classified
by occupation, educational qualification, family income, and economic status, and
3) compare the anticipation of the work relationship between schools and communities
of teachers and basic school board members of Phaisali District, Nakhon Sawan
Province as classified by occupation, educational qualification, family income and
economic status. A

The 248 samples used obtained by stratified random sampling and drawn
from a population of 654, were 294 teachers and 360 basic school board members of
Phaisali District, Nakhon Sawan Province during the 2006 academic year. The
instrument used was a set of questionnaires, designed by the researcher and approved
by 5 experts with a reliability value of 0.98. The data was analyzed to calculate
percentage, mean (i), standard deviation (S.D.), and F-test.

The findings indicated that:

1. the state and anticipation of the work relationship between schools and
communities of teachers and basic school board members of Phaisali District, Nakhon
Sawan Province in 6 aspects, namely 1) community service, 2) community help and
support, 3) relationships built within communities and other workplaces, 4) work of basic
school board members, 5) membership groups, clubs, associations, and foundations,

and 6) school publicization.
1.1 the state of the work relationship between schools and communities

overall in 6 aspects was rated at a high level, the highest mean was the aspect of
building relationship with communities and other workplaces; howevér, the community
services was the lowest.

1.2 the anticipation of the work relationship between schools and
communities overall in 6 aspects was rated at a high level, the highest mean was the
aspect of school publicization; however, the community help and support aspect was
the lowest. '

2. the comparison results of the state of the work relationship between schoolé
and communities of teachers and basic school board members of Phaisali District,
Nakhon Sawan Province as classified by occupation, educational qualification, family
income, and economic status showed no difference.

3. the comparison results of the anticipation of the work relationship between
schools and communities of teachers and basic school members of Phaisali District,
Nakhon Sawan Province as classified by occupation, educational qualification, and
economic status showed a statistically significant difference at a level of .01; when

classified by the family income, it showed no significant difference.
