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ABSTRACT

This research aims to 1) study the state and problems of the academic
administration of school administrators under the Lop Buri Educational Service Area
Dffice 2, and 2) compare the state and problems of the academic administration of
school administrators under Lop Buri Educational Service Area Office 2 when classified
oy their work position, gender, marital status, school academic experience, education
level, academic training experience, and school size.

Two hundred and fifty six samples, obtained by stratified random sampling with
no set proportion and then by simple random sampling by drawing lots, was comprised
54 school administrators, 64 academic heads of department in school, 64 teachers and
54 members of school boards. The instrument used was a questionnaire with Index of
consistency (IOC) ranging from 0.80-1.00. The reliability of the questionnaire was 0.97.
The data was analyzed to calculate frequency, percentages, arithmetic mean (i).
standard deviation, (S.D.), i-lest and one way ANOVA.

The results of this research indicated that

1. the state of the academic administration of school administrators under the
Lop Buri Educational Service Area Office 2 overali was at a high level and each
individual aspect was at a moderate to a high level. However, most states were at a
high level.

2. the problems of the academic administration of school administration
overall were at a moderate leve! and each aspect was at a low to a moderate level,

However, most problems were at a moderate level,



3. the state of the academic administration of school administrators overall
and each individual aspect had no statistically significant difference; however, their was
a statistically significant difference at a .01 level when classified by school size.

4, the problems of academic administration of school administrators overall

and each individual aspect were not different.
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
