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The research aimed to 1) study the states and problems of academic
administration of private schools under Nakhon Sawan Educational Service Area Office
3, and 2) compare the state and problems of academic administration of private schools
under Nakhon Sawan Educational Service Area Office 3 classified by working status,
educational level, work experience, school size, and the ratio of teachers to students.

The 231 samples drawn from 523 consisted of administrators, academic
teachers, and teachers of private schools under Nakhon Sawan Educational Service
Area Office 3. The instrument used with 0.89 reliability was a set of questionnaires
asking about the state and problems of academic administration on 5 aspects:
curriculum and curriculum administration, learning management and classroom research,
internal supervision and educational guidance, measurement and evaluation, and
educational quality insurance. The data were analyzed by a ready made computer
program to calculate percentage, mean, standard deviation, one-way ANOVA, Schefie’s
method, and Scheffe’s method.

The findings were as follows:

1. The states and problems of academic work administration of private schools
under Nakhon Sawan Education Service Area Office 3 according to the opinions of
school administrators, academic teachers and teachers on 5 respects were at

a moderate level; however, the educational quality insurance was at a high level.

, 2. Regarding the overall comparison of the states and problems of academic
administration of private schools, there was no statistically significant difference when
classified by working status, educational level, working experience, school size, and

the ratio between teachers and students.
