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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this independent study was to investigate the conditions and
problems of learning activities provision at Varee Kindergarten, Chiang Mai Province.
The population of this study included 15 teachers of Varee Kindergarter in the second
semester of the 2006 academic year. Tools used in data collecting were questionnaire,
classroom observation form and teachers’ recording form. The collected data were
analyzed through computing frequencies, percentages, and descriptive analysis.

The major findings were

1. The Conditions of Learning Activities Provision at Varee Kindergarten.

Most of the teachers organized the nine learning activities at the highest level
respect only as followed: the learners participation, uses of teaching aids related to
learning activities, the planning of the lessons concerned with the learners participation
in choosing topics, the planning of the lessons concentrated on the learners participation
in suggesting ideas and asking questions, the varieties of activities appropriated to
learners’ development, organizing of activities promoting learners’ self-directed learning
from various learning sources, organizing of activities promoting learners’ thinking,

observation , data collecting , data analysis, and taking action skills through various



learning process, organizing of activities promoting all aspects of learners’ development
and learners’ group working.

2. The Problems of Learning Activities Provision

The over all learning activity provision problems of the school were not at a high
level. Some problems were as followed: assessment and evaluation of learners’
development and planning, the learning activities were the most problems of all
teachers (but not at high level), the next problem was time of organizing activities. The
preparation of safety learning corners , uncertainty in analyzing learning objectives
which covering all aspects of learners’ development, worthy use of teaching aids, using
ineffective English as communicative language , less concerning in activity organizing
regulations, and teachers * unfamiliarity with the participation of learners’ in suggesting

ideas were also respectively the problems of the teachers.
