The objectives of this research were 1) to study the opinion on necessity of
employing illegal migrant workers, 2) to study the opinion on the law governing the
registration of illegal migrant workers, 3) to study the problems and obstacles implementing
the registration of illegal migrant workers, and 4) to suggest the government offices and
concerned parties the solutions to the illegal migrant workers problems.

Data were collected with the use of a closed — ended questionnaire from the
population consisting of government officials, employers, Thai workers, and illegal migrant
workers, altogether 420 samples. Data analysis involved univariate and bivariate statisticts.

The finding were:

It was necessary for Thailand to employ illegal migrant workers in some sectors

that lacked Thai workers. But the employment to illegal migrant workers affected the

national security, health, socio — economic, human rights violations and violence problems
on the part of the illegal migrant workers. Most respondents were positive with the law
governing the registration of illegal migrant workers. However, some problems and
obstacles in implementing the law arose such as the lack of coordination between various
government offices, the lack of cooperation from the employers in abiding the law, and the

lack of public relations concerning the law.
