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The objectives of this research were to study 1 ) the illegal foreign labor control,
2) problems in controlling the illegal foreign labors, and 3) to propose ways to solve the
problems incurred from illegal foreign labors.

Quantitative data were obtained from distributing a closed and open-ended
questionnaire to 122 samples, who were officials responsible for the control of illegal foreign
labors. Statistical data analysis involved percentage and mean.

The findings were:

The problems in controlling the illegal foreign labors were quite severe as follows
respecticely: 1) problems of registration by the illegal foreign labors 2) problems of registration
by the employers 3) problems in the readiness of the government 4) problems of diagnosing the

diseases and 5) problems in requesting the work permit.
