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This survey research was conducted under two objectives : 1) to investigate
levels of students’ perceptions on seven issues regarding the Code of Gentle Manners
in Thai context; significance, necessity, overt behavior, home — based learning by verbal
mode, home — based learning by modelling, school — based learning by verbal mode,
and school — based learning by modelling and 2) to compare the seven perceptions by
types of students.

Resources of research data comprised 134 eduéation students (SE), 118 para
— education students (PE), and 160 pre — cadets (PC). All were the 2004 enrollees of
their respective institutions. _

Data collection was achieved by employing the researcher — made
questionnaires, covering 10 clusters of the Code of Gentle Manners in Thai context.
Those of the education students were gathered by the researcher, of the para —
education students by the education students (responses of these two groups were
dated back to their high school time), and of the pre — cadets by their volunteer
instructor. One hundred percent of the questionnaires were completely returned.

The data were analyzed through statistical approaches; arithematic means,
standard deviations and level determinations were applied for the first research
objective, while the One — way Analysis of Variance followed by the Scheﬁe;s multiple

comparisons were employed for the second objective.
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Research findings were :
1. Level of perceptions regarding over — all Gentle Manners (GM's);
1.1 ES, PE and PC students perceived the GM’s significance at *high’
level,
1.2 ES, PE and PC students perceived the GM’s necessity at ‘high’ level,
1.3 ES and PE manifested overt — behaviors at ‘moderate’ level while PC
did at ‘high’ level,
1.4 ES and PE learned the GM's through home — based verbal mode at
‘moderate’ level, but at ‘high’ level by PC,
1.5 ES and PE learned the GM's through home — based modelling at
‘moderate’ level, but at ‘high’ level by PC, '
1.6 ES, PE and PC learned the GM's through school — based verbal
mode at ‘moderate’ level and
1.7 ES and PE learned GM's through school — based modelling at
‘moderate’ level, but at ‘high’ level by PC.
2. Comparisons by types of students across ten clusters of the GM's;
2.1 perceptions of ES, PE and PC on GM's signiﬁcanc_e were not different
across the ten clusters, 4
2.2 perceptions of ES, PE and PC on GM's necessity were not different
across 6 clusters,
2.3 ES, PE and PC overt — behaviors were different across 9 clusters,
24 ES, PE and PC learning through home — based verbal mode were
different across 5 clusters,
25 ES, PE and PC learning through home — based modelling were
different across 7 clusters,
2.6 ES, PE and PC learning through school — based verbal mode were
different across 5 clusters and
2.7 ES, PE and PC learning through school — based modelling were

different across the ten clusters.
