Thai Criminal Procedure Law provided the rights of the inmates states that any person
before the judgment must be presumed to be innocent. The unsuitable and seizures and
incarcerations shall not be applicable. The incarceration of person is not for convenience but
necessity, unless the investigating quality control would be diminished. Nowadays, in many
countries, the officers’ actions in this area still remain violence and abuse the fundamental
rights of the people.

According to this, This research will study and analyze of the doctrines of laws provide
the power of incarceration should be attended. These doctrines are the right to say nothing
during investigation, the right to lawyer and legal advice, the right to suitable and reasonable
search and seizure, the right to temporally release, the right not to treat inmates as prisoners,
the right to communication and the right to rehabilitation and education. The study contains the
review of people's opinions through the officers’ actions that affect the quality of protection of
the inmates by questionnaires. And the result shall be used to state the best suggestions for
officers to improve their actions and upgrade the protection of the inmates under the
constitutional law and other bill of rights in the nations.

Thus, the result of analysis suggests that the protection of the inmates under criminal
procecure in Thailand is below the minimum standard of the United Nations’' doctrines and
many other foreign legislations. So, the revision of Thai Legislations and Thai Officers’ Action
Plans to provide more protection of Thai Inmates must be concerned and applied strictly in

order to improve the quality of the right of the inmates in Thai Criminal Justice.
