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This independent study has the objective in learning the causes of case dismissals at
Chiang Mai Administrative Court together with problems and obstacles of case dismissals in order
to find ways to redress the problems.

The study uses data and information that are gathered from books, related documents and
case filings of Chiang Mai Administrative Court during the period that the court has been in
operation, that is from July 30, B.E. 2544 up to December 31, B.E. 2545.

The study finds that Chiang Mai Administrative Court dismissed 52 cases in the year B.E.
2544 and 172 cases in the year B.E 2545.

Chiang Mai Administrative Court was set up in B.E. 2542 according to article 276 of the
present Constitution in order to protect the people's legitimate rights and freedom from the abuse of
legal power from government agencies or government officials in rendering public services to the
people.

In practice the afore mentioned principle can inflict damages from the abuses of power,
from using more power than granted or from negligence of duties. The affected people can file law
suits to administrative court which according to the law, filing administrative case is simple, non-
complicated and there is no need to have a lawyer.

Chiang Mai Adminisu'a_tive Court conducts public relations through various media to
inform the people about their rights to file cases to Administrative Court. But, due to the lack of
people's understanding on their rights, conditions and procedures in filing administrative case leads
to a large number of dismissed cases from the Court.

From the study' s documentary research and case filings of Chiang Mai Administrative
Court, it is found out that mostly cases are dismissed because the plaintiffs do ﬁot know about
conditions and procedures in filing administrative cases and because misunderstanding about their
own rights by filing cases even they are not entitled.

Therefore, those who are concerned should promote more public relations through various
media such as printing manuals in filing administrative cases, conduct Administrative Court meets
the people program, send knowledgeable persons to give orientation about stages and procedures in

filing administrative cases to the public in order to better protect people's rights and freedom.
