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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were: (1) to study personal factors that affect
people’s decisions to vote in the election; and (2) to study factors that influenced people’s
decision to vote for candidates in Constituency 3 Phichit Province.

The sample consisted of 384 people with voting rights in Constituency
3 Phichit Province. This was a survey research. Data were collected using a questionnaire and
analyzed using frequencies, percentage, chi square and content analysis.

The results showed that: (1) the personal factors of sex, age, and educational level
affected people’s decisions to vote in the election. The factors of income and profession did not
affect people’s decisions to vote in the election. (2) The political party, party policy, candidates,
reception of news, vote buying, canvassers and local leaders were factors that influenced people’s
decision to vote for different candidates in the election. The factors with the most influences were

the political party, the candidate and canvassers.
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
