The research aims to 1) study the factors affecting parents’ decision for
selecting private primary schools for their children in the Lop Buri Educational Service
Area Office 1, 2) compare the factors affecting parents’ decision in selecting private
primary schools for their children in the Lop Buri Educational Service Area Office 1 as
classified by occupation, education, and income, and 3) study the factors that help
predict parents’ decision in selecting the private primary schools for their children in Lop
Buri Educational Service Area office 1.

The samples of the study were 384 parents of private primary students in
schools in the Lop Buri Educational Service Area Office 1 during the 2006 academic
year. The instrument used was a questionnaire with a reliability of 0.97. All of the
questionnaires were returned and then analyzed to calculate percentage, mean ( i),
standard deviation (S.D.), F-test and stepwise multiple regression analysis.

The findings indicated that: l

1. the level of parents’ decision-making for sending their children to private
primary schools in Lop Buri educational Service Area Office 1 overall and each
individual aspect was rated at a high level. The top three of these factors were 1)
school standard 2) child transportation, and 3) school reputation.

2. the comparative result of the level of parents’ decision-making for sending
their children to private primary schools in Lop Buri Educational Service Area Office 1
as classified by occupation, education, and income overall had no statistically significant

difference at a level of .05. The parents whose monthly income is 10,000-20,000 bath

and higher than 30,000 bath had a significant difference at a level of .05 on the aspect
of environment.
3. the predicting equation of the decision mentioned above is as follows:
Decision = .214 (environment) + .202 (reputation) + .192 (learning and
teaching approach) + .146 (transportation) + .163 (administrator) + .144 (expense) +

.125 (school standard)
