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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this descriptive research were to study: (1) personal factors
as gender, education background, occupation, income, marital status, social status, and
period of service as village health volunteers (VHVs); (2) supporting factors as
benefits drawn from the service, acquired training/field studies, social supports from
health personnel and other concerned agencies; (3) knowledge, attitude, and
implementation of prevention and communicable disease control; and (4) relationships
between such personal factors, supporting factors, knowledge, attitude, and
implementation of prevention and communicable disease control in Pisalee District,
Nakhonsawan Province.

The research samples of 303 VHVs in Pisalee District, Nakhonsawan
Province were selected by drawing 3 from VHVs of each village. Research
Instruments used were questionnaires. Statistics used for data analysis were
percentage, mean, standard deviation, Pearson’s correlation coefficient, and chi-square
test.

Research findings showed that: (1) the volunteers were mostly female
(72.3%) with an average age in the range of 31-40 years old, with primary education
background accounted for 66.0%, mostly farmers (82.2%) in occupation, with an
average income of 30,001-60,000 baths per year, mostly married (84.2%), with about
half of them having no formal social status (52.1%), had served as VHVs for 1-5
years; (2) all of them were supported with free health care access using gold card, and
most of the volunteers (77.9%) acquired training or field studies; (3) they were
knowledgeable and their implementation at a very good level but the attitude at a
moderate level; (4) factors found to be related to the implementation of prevention and
communicable disease control were gender (p-value < 0.05), income (p-value < 0.05),
the period of service as VHVs (p-value < 0.05), occupation (p-value <0.05), and
social supports from health personnel and other concerned agencies (p-value < 0.01).
