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The purposes of this research were to study (1) basié family charateristics of the Miﬁistry of
Public Health’s personnel in Trat province, (2) family investment behaviors of the Ministry of Public
Health’s Personnel in Trat province, and (3) fgctors related to family investment behaviors of the
Ministry of Public Health’s personnel in Trat provincé. |

The research samples were 316 government officials and employees working under the
Ministry of Public Health in Trat province who were married and were purposively selected Questionnaires
developed by the researc}:er were used for data collection. Statistics used for data analysis were
percentage, mean, standard deviation, maximum-minimum, median, and the Chi-square test.

The research findings were as follows: (1) The majority of tﬁe samples had bachelor’s
degree or higher (57.59 %), were at the expanding stage of family life cycle (76.90 %), had average
regular income more than 20,00Q baht a month (73.73 %) and temporary income no more than 10,
000 baht a year (41.14 %), planned for their expenses at the medium level (55.70 %), their
investment consideration based on credibility of investment sources (51.58 %) and profits gain from
the investment sources (41.14), (2) The investment behaviors of most of the samples were the desire
to increase their capital gain (67.09 %), the desire to have income stability (64.24%), the samples
chose direct investment (50.32 %), and invested 1-15 % of their total income (47.79 %), and (3)
Educatiox_l levels of the family leaders were related to the objectivé of the family investment with
regard to the security of the investment fund at the 0.05 level of statistical significance; while the
amount of income of the family were related to the objective of family investment with regard to the
desire to increase the capital gain at the 0.05 level of statistical significance, and were related to the

amount of family investment at the 0.01 level of statistical significance.
