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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study (1) media exposure that affected the expression of
sexual behavior of secondary school students; (2) motivation from media exposure that affected the expression
of sexual behavior of secondary school students; (3) motivation from non-media that affected the expression of
sexual behavior of secondary school students; (4) opinions about types of expression of sexual behavior by
secondary school students; (5) the relationship between motivation from media and the expression of sexual
behavior of secondary school students; and (6) the relationship between non-media incentives and the
expression of sexual behavior of secondary school students.

This research was a survey that also included content analysis of qualitative data from focus
group interviews. The sample consisted of 415 secondary school students (grades 7-12 students) from schools
in the Nonthaburi Province education zone 2. Data were collected using a questionnaire and an interview form
for the focus group with 36 participants. Data were analyzed using percentage, mean, standard deviation, Chi
square and Pearson’s correlation coefficient.

The results showed that (1) The type of media that the majority of the research participants were
exposed to the most was personal media (family members), followed by mass media (TV), electronic media
(mobile phones) and activity media (sports); (2) Motivation from personal media were expressions of love
among family members; in mass media were love portrayed in TV dramas; and in electronic media were
seductive dancing in music videos, which attracted their attention the most; (3) Motivation from non-media
incentives, the thing that attracted their attention the most was the atmosphere at the school’s sports day event.
The place that the students said was most conducive to expressions of sexual behavior was the movie theater;
(4) In the opinion of the secondary school students, the most appropriate form of expression of sexual behavior
was holding hands or walking arm in arm; (5) Motivation from media were related to expression of sexual
behavior in secondary school students to a high degree; (6) Motivation from non-media incentives were related

to expression of sexual behavior in secondary school students to only a slight degree.
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
