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Abstract

The objective of this research was to study the roots and foundation of the Islamic
religion in relation to the human rights  aspects, including the study of terminology of the Islamic
religion, the origin of man, man and the society, and the Islamic state and government.

The scope of the study  emphasized and covered the data source only from the Islamic
group called pAhalussunnahawanyama-ahar, particularly on the Koran scripture and the Sunna.
The research methodology was  the qualitative approach carried out through documentary method
via the interviewing of 20 targeted samples. The study  focused on human rights.

According to the study,  human life came from the creation of Allah. The first man on
earth was Adam. The progression of human life started from Adam and went on all the way to the
last prophet named pMuhammedr, whose perception of the Islamic religion came from divine
perfection which was pure and became international. Koran scripture and the Sunna came down
from heaven; consequently, they were the primary source of Islamic law and regulation that could
be divided into 2 kinds, the first type was considered to be the main theme of the Islamic law
which was the Koran, the Sunna, and the Higemana. The second type of the Islamic law was
Kiyasa, Istihsan, Alsolihal Musalaha and Ulfa.

The Islamic law was composed of God commandments covering all aspects of human
life, which could be said in details as the relationship between God and man; man and his
neighbors, man and the environment including he himself as an individual in the society. The
human right dealt with man and religion, socio-economic matters, politics, and others. Human
rights were considered to be in the Islamic plan of law. This right came from being a human
being. Thus, the human rights in Islamic society was divided into 5 categories.
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The first category of human rights was the right to have a religious belief, which means
each human being has a right to practice his own religion according to his wish and his own
desire. At the same time, within this human right, a person should not perform harmful acts
towards others. They should not look down upon other religions.

The second category of human right was the right to give respect and  admire other
people. In Islamic religion, every man was created beautifully and perfectly as a human being.
Each was the representative of God on earth. They were born with purity and sinlessness. All
human beings were created equally in terms of tribe, race, skin color, language, territory, and
religion. Islamic teaching promotes admiration and respect for the dignity of being a human
being.

The third category of human rights was the right to gain wisdom and the right to learn
and to have education. Each human being receives a right to have equal freedom to obtaining
knowledge and education. It was the function of man to get to learn and  receive education.
Teaching and learning should not be stopped as long as a person  lives.

The fourth category of human rights was the right on physical body and mind (life).
Islamic religion promotes all men to develop his mind and his body to the fullest. To harm and to
hurt other people was forbidden.

The fifth category of human rights was the right to have and possess property. Muslim
people have a right and  freedom to seek treasure and to possess all the things that are considered
necessary for life. It is illegal to steal or destroy other peopleys belongings. Thus, Islam is a
religion of human rights protection.
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
