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ABSTRACT

This study was a descriptive research conducted by using a survey method. The data,
obtained from a questionnaire constructed by the researcher, was analyzed by frequencies,
percentages, arithmetic means and standard deviations. The multiple éorrelation and multiple
regression were used for correlational studies.

Two hundred and forty seven subjects in this study were stratified random sampling from
the population of the technicians at the TOT company limited (TOT). The largest group of the
subjects in each variable was in the group of age range of 41 — 50 years old, holding a bachelor
degree, married, and their income between 20,000 and 30,000 Baht.

The subjects had a high level of safety knowledge, and safety attitude. Their stress was in
the normal level, and their safety occupational behavior was in the moderate level.

Conceming with the correlation among the safety knowledge, safety attitude, stress and

the safety occupational behavior, it was found that the safety knowledge and safety attitude had a



positive correlation with the occupational behavior (r = .671; p <.01 and r = .671; p <.01), while
stress had a negative correlation with the occupational behavior (r=-.214; p <.01).

The predictability of the safety knowledge, safety attitude, stress on the safety
occupational behavior was studied. It was found that the safety knowledge and the safety attitude

had the predictability on the safety occupational behavior while stress did not have.
