The objective of this thesis are 1) to study the development of studied area from the past until the present
time. 2) to analyze the outstanding influence on the growing up of studied area. 3) to analyze the existing problems
and the solutions of studied area. 4) to propose the development guidelines and improve the studied area. The
procedure of the study was to compare the transformation of the area by aerial photos from selected years. And
use the questionnaires to analyze the behaviors and notions of people related to Suan-Dok Community and Back of
Chiang Mai University Community such as students, officers, residents and entrerpreneurs to demonstrate the
services provide by the studied area.

The results of the study found that the development of Suan-Dok Community and Back of Chiang Mai
University Community from the past until the present time : its area had physically expanded followed by the
expansion of education and built-up area of Chiang Mai University. The study classified the expansion in 3 periods.
The first period, the community scattered around the beginning of Suthep Road. There is Maharajnakorn Chiang
Mai Hospital where attracted people to inhabit in the area. The second period, Chiang Mai University extended
further education on health sciences, consequencely, Faculty of Dentistry, Faculty of Pharmacy and Faculty of Nurse
were established. Due to the area of each faculty situated in the southern part of Maharajnakorn Chiang Mai
Hospital, it affected the expansion of community to reach the middle of Suthep Road and increased housing and
retail shops. Moreover, people tended to reside scatterly around the end of Suthep Road. The third period, when
Chiang Mai University expanded to the end of Suthep Road. This affected the rising of residential area, serving for
students and officers. The fast growing population affected the rising of fresh market and Suthep Road’s transport
extension had to serve for the expansion of Suan-Dok Community and Bgck of Chiang Mai University Community.

The development of this area influenced by Chiang Mai University which is the prominent influence,
affecting the fast growing and expansion of Suan-Dok Community and Back of Chiang Mai University Community.
This result contributed to many problems. For example, physical problem which affected to the students, was the
insufficient of infrastructures and social problem was the occurance of ghetto areas and criminal problems.

The guidelines for developing Suan-Dok Community and Back of Chiang Mai University Community came
from the imposition of vision on development. The vision is “The university community town where fully and
completely equipped with services in housing, social service which support the expansion of Chiang Mai University.
» The vision consisted of physical development guidelines that were Land use management : to issue measure in
city plan for imposing the commercial fand-use pattern and residential zone to grow up in vertical ,to control the
height of building. Transport management : to support pavement and bicycle way usage in the community. In the
part of main street between the community : emphasis on using public transportation to decrese the congestion and
increase the security of people in the community.  Infrastructure management : to employ the combination drainage
which was easy to manage. Social guideline : to support the interaction among people that was the proper

guideline for land development, coinciding with the identity of community that served the university.
