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The objective of this thesis is to comparatively study the daily practices of the
gimavisi and the arafifiavasi bhikkhus and to study the tendency of changing the daily practices
of the gimavisi and the arafifiavasi bhikkhus in contemporary Thai society. The research has
utilized documentary evidence and practical fieldwork by a questionnaire and interview of both
the gdmavisi and the arafifiavasi bhikkhus. The results of the research states that some gimavasi
bhikkhus have changed to concentrate on meditation practice and also to study the Scriptures.
Likewise some arafifiavisi bhikkhus not only concentrate the contemplation but also rescue the
social welfare. Besides that the daily practice: the Paccavekka, to go for alms, etc. has
gradually declined. In addition, most bhikkhus are now responsible for their outgoings such as

traveling expense, mobile phone expense, food and electric expense, etc.
