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The objectives of this study were to survey and classify learning resources as well as to analyze knowledge
management and propose guidelines for developing knowledge management of community radio in the central region.
Documentary research and field study in Angthong and Saraburi provinces were employed.

Findings of the research were as follows:

1. Most of the learning resources in Angthong province were natural and man-made. Resource person, media
and technology, and learning activities were also found. Learning resources in Saraburi province were local person,
natural and man-made resource, media and technology, and learning activities respectively. Community radio, which
was classified as media learning resources, have been struggling for its position through activities in every day's lives
using training seminar, newspaper, and, sometimes, submitting petition to the government.

2. Analysis of community radio as sender of knowledge management found that the owners and radio
executive members in both Angthong and Saraburi provinces were local people. However, there were differences in
the process of community participation. Broadcasting programs might be conventional but community lives were
integrated as edutainment program in the broadcasted content. Community radio rarely used hi-technological
equipment. Usually, its expenses and equipment were supported by the community. Knowledge disseminated were
mainly "know-how". It was sought both inside and outside community and recorded in document or database, as well
as memorizing. Interpersonal and intergroup communication were used in transferring and utilizing knowledge, either
intentionally and unintentionally. The community, as knowledge receiver, had been morally provoked through their
sense of self~worthiness and public awareness.

3. As for guidelines to develop knowledge management of community radio, it was proposed that there
should be linkages between knowledge management system and learning resources in the community. Community
radio should function as the learning web that could be easily accessed. Community participation should be
encouraged. Moreover, awareness and critical thinking of the community members should be developed through

dialoguing as a means for liberatory education.
