The purpose of this research was to study the phenbmenology and consequences of hurt
feelings, and attributions peoble make about the event that precipitated hurt feelings. One thousand and
two hundred dating and married couples were randomly assigned to receive one of two questionnaires.
Those who were randomly assigned to receive the victim questionnaires were told to think of the situations
. in which their feelings had been hurt and those who were randomly assigned to receive the perpetrator

questionnaires were told to think of the situations in which they had hurt another person’s feelings.
Participants then answered questions about their feelings, attributions for the event, reaction when their
feelings were hurt, and consequences of the hurtful episode.
\Results show that:
1. Hurt feelings positively comrelate with negative affect (p < .001).
2. Hurt feelings and feelings of rejection positively correlate with negative self-evaluation (p < .001).
3. Victims attribute perpetrator's hurtful act to being inconsiderate rather than intentionally trying to hurt
them (p <.001).
4. Attribution of hﬁrtful behavior to unintentional act positively correlates with feeling of less distressed
(p <.01).
5. Reactions or behaviors of victims positively correlate with negative affect elicited by evaluation of
hurtful episodes (p < .001). ;
*6. Victims view that hurtful episodes weaken the relationship temporary rather than permanently
(p <.001) and the events do not lessen their trust and liking.
7. Hurt feelings negatively correlate with self-esteem and self-confidence (p < .001).
8. Attribution of perpetrator's hurtful act to intentionally trying to hurt victims positively correlate with

victims'evaluation that the relationship is weakened permanently (p < .001).
