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The purpose of this research was to study the selected factors related to
middle adolescents male drug addict in Bangkok. The samples were 186 middle
adolescents male drug addict divided into 2 groups: (1) 96 middle adolescents
male drug addict in hospital, aged 15~ 18. (2) 90 Matayomsuksa 4,5 and 6 male
adolescent students of the same age. The research instruments were the personal
data questionnaire, Chulalongkorn Family Inventory developed by Umapom
Trangkasombut. The data were analyzed by the discriminant analysis technique with
stepwise method. Wilks' Lambda was used for the entry criterion.

| The results showed that 3 variables accounted for significant difference
between middle adolescents male drug addict and middle adolescent male students.
The 3 variables that related to middle adolescents male drug addict are : (1) Parent
