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Ching, one among the most important Thai music instruments, is a rhythmic instrument indicating

the light and heavy rhythm with a quantitative and qualitative function. Since the deep studies in Ching is still

in lack, the research is conducted for the better understanding.

The point of issues are to set up contexual studies study of Ching in Thai Traditional Music and

analytic studies of its rhythmic forms. The data are gathered by documentary reviewing, interviewing and

searching

the Thai Music database at Chulalongkorn University's Music Library with the framwork of 690

songs.
