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This study aims at, firstly, to study the impacts of “war on drugs” on the families of
the death victims, secondly, to study the impacts on social capital of the Hmong minorities
as a part of Thai society, and thirdly, to analyze the consequences related on social capital

processes and the role of civil society.

The method employed is purposive sampling using 10 the affected Hmong families

in Petchabun province as case study.

The findings are as follows: Firstly, since the dead are household-heads who also
represented the families in community affairs, the impacts are great in terms of physical
material or basic needs, children’s educational opportunities, including the family-community
relations are all affected. Secondly, the impacts on the social capital that has been bridging
between the minority group and the larger society in terms of fear, loss of faith in institutions,
loss of senses of worthiness as common citizens. Furthermore, the impact on judicial
processes and institutions is critical due to the
extra- judicial practices such as ‘black lists’, summary killings and official discourse of
violence. Thirdly, in the midst of all these, there are civic engagement actions by civil society
and some official organizations helping to create spaces and dynamics of social capital in

terms of recovering trust, sympathies, and institutional improvement practices.
