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Chatri Plays began to be widespread in Bangkok since people from Nakornsrithummarad,
Puttalung and Songkla moved to Bangkok in the Reign of King Rama the third of Rattanagosin. Rotthasen is one of
the Chadok in Punyassachadok. The main characters are Pra-Rotthasen and Mary, which are the same names as

what mentioned in Lan-Chang history.

Mr. Montri Tramote adapted the plays “Rotthasen” and performed at National Theatre. He also
composed three kinds of “Rai-Chatri” songs for using in the plays. The first Rai-Chatri was used in telling the story,
the second Rai-Chatri was used in comic scene, and the third Rai-Chatri was used in tragic scene of the plays.

These three types of Rai-Chatri had the outline from the performance of "Nora-Chatri" plays in the ancient time.

The purpose of the thesis is to study the history of Rotthasen’s story and the performance of
Rotthasen plays. The relationship between Rai-Chatri melody and the poem used in singing, as well as the
comparison of various Rai-Chatri melody were discussed in this study by using method of musical characteristics

analysis.

The results found from the study are as followings:

1. Chatri plays is not only the oldest plays of Thailand but also the origin of other types of
plays.

2. Rotthasen is one of Chadok in Punyassachadok.

3. The first Rai-Chatri has sound leveled in second interval, the second Rai-Chatri has sound
leveled in forth interval, and the third Rai-Chatri has sound leveled in pentacentric mode.

4. Rhythm used in singing Rai-Chatri has outstanding characteristic in conflict & resolution of
sound, the repetition creating unity, as well as the completeness end.

5. Tone marks of Rai-Chatri lyrics related to Rai-Chatri melody.
