1. Basic factors of the studen.ts of Rajamangala University of Technology Phra Nakhon
mostly are betwednt 20-21 years of age, more than half have their homeland in provinces,more
than thereof four graduated from public schools, as for the Study class,the most found in the 1 st
class students and the income of the students are between 5,001-8,000 bath, most and more than
half of the students have more income than enpenditure.
