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The purpose of the study was to study the relationship between grandparents and
grandchildren from the grandparents’ perspective. Participants were 174 (male = 86, female = 88)
grandparents who lived in Bangkok Metropolis. The data were collected by using guestionnaires:
the personal data, the Percieved Role of Grandparent, and the Relationship between
Grandparents and Grandchildren which the researcher modified from the AARP (2000).
Then analyzed the data by stepwise multiple regression and two-way ANOVA.

The results are as follows:

1. One variable from 6 variables accounts for 41.3 % of the grandparents and
grandchildren relationship scores. That is perceived role of grandparent.

2. The high perceived role of grandparent group has significantly better
grandparents and grandchildren relationship scores than the low perceived role of
grandparent one (p<.01).

3. No significant interaction between age and perceived role of grandparent has

been found.
