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The purpose of this thesis is to analyze the concept of -humanity from the view point of
Jungian psychoanalysis. Four novels of Dostoyevsky are selected this study : Crime and
Punishment, The Idiot, Devils and The Brothers Karamazov.

The research aims to study major characters in these novels, in that their persor;alities are
determined by the quest for harmony between the inner self and the outer world (or environment).
Jung terms this process’s self - realization, meaning an attempt to develop one’s personality to
attain an ideal status. The research is intended to shed the light on how and to what extent these
characters, with their different psychological background and their distinct interactions with

people and events, develop their personality on their way to attain self-realization.
