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The research method for this project was to survey Home Economics publications published in
Thailand. The objectives of the research were to analyze these publications in two ways. The first was to
provide an analysis of different Home Economics titles by exploring the following aspects: producer(s), type,
subject matter, year published, and publication characteristics. The second was to explore the amount, type,
subject matter, and year published for Home Economics publications available in six different university

libraries where Home Economics courses are taught in Thailand.

The study used a collecting data form to gather information which was collected and then analyzed
for the purposes of the project. Information was collected in two ways: 1) from a total of 4,344 Thai Home
Economics publication items, and 2) from publications located in libraries at six different universities where

Home Economics courses are taught.

Research results for the 4,344 titles surveyed indicated that most Home Economics publications
published in Thailand used an individual name(s) as the author(s). The highest number were printed by private
publishers, were general books, included subject matter related to food and nutrition, were printed between
1997 and 2003, and had between 50 and 150 pages. There were more items which included photographs than
those that did not, and the rate of those with black and white photographs was more than those with color

photos.

Results for the Home Economics publications found in university libraries indicated that at all six
university library locations the Home Economics publications accounted for less than half of all the available
publications. The Kasetsart University library had the highest number of Home Economics publications. At all
six of the university libraries, the number of general books was always higher than the number of other types of
publications. There were more publications regarding food and nutrition than all other subject matter of Home
Economics publications, and the highest number of Home Economics publications was published between the

years 1987 and 1996.
