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The purpose of this research is to study the content of Yaoi Comics, readers, readers’ exposure behaviors,
readers’ sexual attitudes as well as the readers’ group network. This study employed qualitative method and n
postmodernism framework.

The result of this research shows that the content of Yaoi comics mainly focus on the homosexual
relationships. The theme mostly concerns romantic relationship. The stories are told through the point of view of
male.

There are two types of conflicts in the story which are internal psychological conflicts and interpersonal
conflicts. The characters are usually present as either masculine or feminine which allows them to be easily
categorized by the readers whilst still maintaining the social value of male homosexuals.

Most of the Yaoi readers are women of different ages and educational backgrounds. Their reading
frequencies are also different. The determinants of their exposure are its oddity of content, the presentation of love in
a pure and beautiful fashion, the readers’ eagerness to know about homosexual lives and the artistic of comics.

The readers’ attitudes towards homosexuals are usual]y’rather open. Homosexuality is acceptable among
the readers which they understand with high sympathy for homosexuals. However, most of the readers’ sexuality is
heterosexual.

The readers have built group networks on the internet to exchange their opinions. They gathered together
by exposing their similar media and sexual taste. Furthermore, they also have activities together in their real lives.

The readers also have all channel networks where they can freely communicate to each other.
