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The purpose of this research was to study social competence of children with
special needs in full inclusion. Participants were 15 autistic children and 13 mentally
retarded children in full inclusion in kindergarten. Social competence of children with
special needs was derived from sociometry, social competence assessment and an
individual interview. Finally, the social competence comparison between normal children
and children with special needs were analysed by t-test

Results of the study are as follows :

1. Most normal children are likely to choose not to play with both groups of
children with special needs more than to play.

2. Most normal children are likely to choose to play with autistic children with the
reason of general appearance aspect and choosing to play with mentally retarded
children with the reason of behavior aspect. Conversely, most normal children has a
tendency of choosing not to play with autistic children with the reason of behavior
aspect while general appearance is the reason for choosing not to play with mentally
retarded children.

3. The result of social competence comparison between groups are:

3.1 The social competence of normal children is significantly different
from the autistics’ and the mentally retarded children’ s (p<.05).
3.2 There is no difference between the social competence of the autistics

and of the mentally retarded children.
