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The “Concerto for Viola and Orchestra” consists of 3 movements in sonata form,
ternary form and variation form. The composition of 17 minutes in duration was written
for an orchestra, with viola as solo instrument. The significant elements include selected
notes from pentatonic scale, whole-tone scale, octatonic scale as well as specail
techniques suitable for the viola. The composition employs conventional harmony in

combination with that of the 20" century.
