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This research aims to study the use of printed and electronic journals by lecturers
and graduate students, Department of Library and Information Science, in the following
aspects: objectives, journal names, languages, search methods, use, frequency, sources

and problems.

The research found that the objective of journal use lies in keeping up with current

trends in his/her research fields. Two mostly used journals are Library and Information

Science, Khonkaen University and American Libraries. English journals are more popular.

As for search methods, OPAC is mostly used to access the printed journal by both
lecturers and graduate students and, for the electronic journal, the online database is
mostly accessed. With regards to the material and method of use, the academic article
and research paper are accessed at most. Journals in printed form are photocopied while
there in electronic form are printed out. For the frequency of use, no fixed pattern is found.
The most popular source for both journals is the central library of the university. Regarding
the problem, both the lecturers and graduate students have reported limited access to
other universities’ sources. As shown by the frequency test on the problems of use
reported by the lecturers and graduate students, the results show that the majority of both

groups have no significant difference.
