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This study aims primarily to evaluate the common problems for the construction of pre-cast housing
and cast-in-place housing at Samut Sakhon province. The questionnaire was used as a tool for data
collection from 36 house-owners and 62 target groups. The problems were analyzed and ranked
according to their important level. The common problems, ranked high from both parties and both
systems, were focused.

The study indicated that difficulties for future renovation, poor external painting, difficulties for
future installation of electricities and sanitaries works, and poor workmanship for brick laying were
found to be the common problems for housing construction. These factors, therefore, should be

carefully controlled to minimize delay payment due to poor quality of works.
