The objectives of this research are: 1) to study the operations of the report news, the methods and the
ways of representation of the news concerning people with nationalityless status by in-depth interview with the
reporters who specialize on this subject.; 2) to analyze the forms and the factors which support or obstruct the
forming of reporter networks in playing role of making people to understand nationalityless; 3) to analyze and
suggest the roles of reporters in public policy development on nationalityless. This research applies concepts of

civic journalism and public mobilization as its core theories.

From the result of the research, our findings are:

1) Most of reporters focus on 4 topics; communicating for changing the attitude of nationalityless and
making them realize the problems, motivating people to realize the problem of nationalityless for human inequality,
encouraging the government to correct this problem, and stimulating everyone to focus on this problem and
finding ways to correct this problem.

2) The form of reporters’ network is the network which has been developed continuously from the one
that works in nationalityless problem. Reporters try to set up their own network by using the relationship with their
media peer groups to expand news network.

The factors supporting reporter’s network are; their cooperation with other reporters to make public’s
awareness on this issue, and trust from the news sources towards those reporters in the network.

The factors that obstruct the forming of the reporters’ network are; the scepticism of some reporters on
hidden agenda (if it may have) of some NGOs, and the closed tie of the network that will obstruct the extend of
network.

3) To make the network achieved, the reporters should; focus on the nationalityless people who are
ordinary people, not only focus on those making news; provide knowledge about the cause of nationalityless
problem; directly communicate with nationalityless for encouraging them to solve their own problems; concern on
the fact more than the balance of news; understand nationalityless’ way of life by spending time with them; believe

in the principle of human right; and have knowledge on law and history of nationalityless.
