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The purpose of this research was to study the results of grade level passing assessments in each
factor of using multiple measures. The purpose can be devided in to 3 parts: (1) to study the results of
grade level passing assessments in each factor of using multiple combining techniques; conjunctive,
compensatory and mixed approaches (2) to compare the results of grade level passing assessments using
multiple measures with different score combining techniques, (3) to suggest the suitable multiple combining
techniques for each factor of grade level passing assessments in Based Education B.E. 2544 curriculum. This
research used comparison method that using the real data analysis. The sample were 618 third grade level
student in Based Education B.E. 2544 curriculum pilot school and examine Based Educational Test (BET) in
Bangkok and surrounding. The research methodologies were to synthesize the specialists’s opinion in data
sources that used for combining score, to develope decised criterions and to collecte student scores from
those multiple sources, that were analyzed by combining score with multiple combining techniques, to study
results of score combining in cach factor of grade level passing assessments, and to test correlation by
cochran’s Q test and find conform belong results of assessments among combining techniques in each
factor. Take the results in a focus group of the specialists for giving the suggestion.

The research findings were summarized as follow: (1) Score combining with compensatory approach
causes the most students passing an assessment for all factors and caused those students decided about
grade level passing assessments. Next score combinings were mixed approach and conjunctive approach
respectively. (2) Different score combining techniques caused differently assessable results for all factors.
Conjunctive approach was suitable for satisfying characteristics assessment and deveioped student activity
assessment, compensatory approach was suitable for reading, analysis and writing assessment. In content group
assessment found that: 1) Conjunctive approach was suitable for high academic school, 2) compensatory and
mixed approach were suitable for average academic schools. (3) Concisely, Conjunctive approach was suitable
for high academic schools, while compensatory and mixed approaches were suitable for average academic

schools.
