The purposes of this study were to study :(1) the best practice of research-based instructional
process, (2) indicators of research-based instruction(RBI), and (3) guideline for developing research -
based instruction in a private primary school. A case study research was used as the research method.
Sources of data and collecting methods were indepth interview, non-participant observation, focus group
discussion with the teachers, administrator, students, and parents in the best practice private school in
Bangkok. There were 3 phases in the study; 1)studying the case 2)analyzing indicators and 3) testing the
indicators. The results were as follows:

1.The best practice in research-based instructional process were emphasized on (1)the main
ideas that the RBI was able to promote self enquiry and constructing knowledge strategies which
applicable in daily life, (2) the effective administration system should integrate man, money, matenial,
and management, (3) the teaching process start from planning, arranging 6 steps of RBI leaming
,measuring and evaluating knowledge, skills, and attitude of the students. The success factors were
systematic administration, readiness of teachers, good environment, and supporting of outsider
organizations.

2.The RBI indicators composed of 3 parts, 9 factors and 56 indicators. The output part of RB!
indicators had 3 factors which were 9 indicators of students outcomes, 9 indicators of teachers and 3
indicators of academic development. The process part of RB! indicators had 3 factors which were 7
indicators of leaming process, 7 indicators of teaching process, and 6 indicators of teachers’ rules. The
input part of RBI indicators had 3 factors which were 6 indicators of administration, 6 indicators of
teachers' characteristic and 3 indicators of students’ characteristic.

3. The guideline to develop RBI in the primary school were (1) setting quality teams
(2)providing knowledge about RBI to everybody in school and parents, 3) using quality cycle system
PDCA to support academic development, (4) setting information management system and (5) supporting
all teachers with cooperative leaming culture to enhance everyone to create and learn from their

practice.
