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The purpose of this research was to develop students’ reading habits by using the
promoting reading activities according to Krathwohi and Combs'’s principles. The subijects
consisted of 30 students of Prathom Suksa three in the academic year 2004 from
Watchanglek School. The research instruments included reading habits test, reading behavior
report of selves and the students’s reading behavior reports as recorded by teachers and
parents. Data was analyzed by using percentage, mean, standard deviation and t-test. The
duration in the experimental program was 12 weeks.

The findings were as follows:

1. The post-test mean score of reading habits of the students after receiving the
promoting reading activites was higher than that of the pre-test at the .05 level of
significance.

2. The post-test mean score of reading behaviors of the students was higher than
that of the pre-test at the .05 level of significance.

3. The posttest mean score of reading behaviors as reported by teachers of the
students was higher than that of the pre-test at the .05 level of significance.

4. The posttest mean score of reading behaviors as reported by parents of the

students was higher than that of the pre-test at the .05 level of significance.
